Export Control Classification of the WLAN Radio Family, WLAN Radio Software, Summit Client Utility (SCU) and Software Development Kit (SDK) – CCATS G059264
Enclosed please find a copy of the Commodity Classification (Form BXA-6002L) issued by the Commerce Department's Bureau of Industry and Security with respect to the WLAN Radio Family, WLAN Radio Software, Summit Client Utility (SCU) and Software Development Kit (SDK).

The Commerce Department has determined these commodities are classified under the provisions of ECCNs 5A/5D002 of the EAR, are “unrestricted” commodities, and are eligible for export under License Exception ENC to any end-user in all countries of the world except Cuba, Iran, North Korea, Sudan and Syria. 
In addition, you need to be aware that there are reporting requirements when exporting using License Exception ENC. Generally, all exports must be reported.  However, reports are not required for exports of:

· Any encryption item exported or reexported to any U.S. subsidiary; 

· Any encryption item exported or re-exported to an individual or commercial firm in the EU+ countries that is not wholly owned by, or otherwise controlled by or acting on behalf of any foreign government;  

· Encryption commodities or software with a symmetric key length not exceeding 64 bits; 

· Unrestricted products exported (or reexported from Canada) to individual consumers; 

· Encryption items exported (or reexported from Canada) via free and anonymous download;
· Encryption items from or to a U.S. bank, financial institution or its subsidiaries, affiliates, customers or contractors for banking or financial operations;

· Items which incorporate components limited to providing short-range wireless encryption functions;  
· General purpose operating systems, or desktop applications (e.g., e-mail, browsers, games, word processing, data base, financial applications or utilities) classified as “Unrestricted”; 

· Client Internet appliance and client wireless LAN cards; or

· Foreign products developed by bundling or compiling of source code.

For exports occurring between January 1 and June 30, a report is due no later than August 1. For exports occurring between July 1 and December 31, a report is due no later than February 1.

If you export through direct sales, you must report the name and address of the recipient and the quantity exported.  If you export to distributors / resellers, you must report the name and address of the distributor / reseller and the quantity exported and, if collected in the normal course of business, the end-user’s name and address. 

These reports must be provided in electronic form to BIS; suggested file formats for electronic submission include spreadsheets, tabular text or structured text.
